The remaining floats, cars and grupas will be rewarded with €90.

In order to participate in the parade with your floats or cars, it is necessary to register and collect the tickets
at the Town Hall on 9" to 12" January.

In order to aim for any of these prizes it is indispensable to participate in days 16™ (blessing) and 17"
(Procession) and to pick up the certificate at the Teatro Municipal Francisco Tarrega on 21 January.

The cars and floats owners that wish to park them at the gathering point will be required to meet at the
Juan Carlos | avenue on the 16" from 4 to 6 p.m. until the procession starts.

Due to the parade route, neighbors of Bayer, Josep Barbera i Cepria and Santo Tomas streets are required
to leave it clean of fires and objects after 9.30 p.m.

In order to prevent possible car damages, please do not park your vehicles in the main streets
during the festivities. Please notice that most of the mains streets will be closed to traffic.
