Wednesday, October 9: When some sleep, others wake up (6:30 p.m.)
Location: Parking viewpoint Old Monastery P.N. Desert de les Palmes CV-147 (km9)
Duration: 3:00 h
Difficulty: Moderate/low.
Distance: 6 km (circular)
Recommended audience: theme for families, children from 6 years old. Light hiking experience.
Price: €3 (€1.5 reduced).
Description: We will get to know the Desert de les Palmes from a new point of view: that of its nocturnal 
inhabitants. At each stop along the route we will meet with a different habitat where many animals live that, 
due to their nocturnal nature and despite their beauty, go completely unnoticed by most of us. But don't 
forget: even if you don't see them, they are there.
Recommendations: Light sports shoes and clothing, long sleeves, plenty of water and a flashlight.

Description: The Villas area, particularly the area popularly known as Hell, was famous at the beginning of 
the 20th century for the lively celebrations organized by its rich owners. We will attend the preparation of one 
of those crazy parties with the help of a servant who, much to his regret, will have to pay attention to the 
infinite antics of a manic housewife with pretentiousness, owner of Villa Elisa, where several of the scenes 
will take place. .

Description: As often happens in cities that have experienced all kinds of social, historical and economic 
vicissitudes for centuries, Benicàsssim is full of traces that are sometimes imperceptible even to the most 
attentive of visitors. Between works of urban art, sculptures, impossible architectures, renowned musicians 
and sculptors, illustrated characters or bohemian artists, and all kinds of stories and comics, heroes and 
villains, we will move to discover the most secret of our town. In addition, on this visit we will be accompanied
by a sign language interpreter, in order to promote communication between deaf, hearing impaired and 
deafblind people and hearing people. The need to have this service must be confirmed 48 hours before the 
visit.

Description: a large defensive system of towers, walls, castles and garrisons attempted to defend the 
Valencian coast from the continuous attack of the Barbary pirates. These constructions were very strong, but,
sometimes... Those who inhabited them were very weak! The keepers in charge of its defense were poorly 
paid and often neglected their work a bit, even falling asleep while the corsairs entered the town at night and 
with treachery. Our keeper will find a way to solve your problem: join the pirates!
